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SEMINARIO INTERNACIONAL POR VIDEOCONFERENCIA UNLP-UCLA

Globalizando la “Ola Coreana”: las dinamicas econdmicas, politicas y sociales de
produccidn de la cultura popular.

Fundamentacidn:

Estudio y andlisis critico de la industria cultural coreana. Desde hace ya varios anos, la industria
cultural coreana se ha transformado en la punta de lanza de insercidon de la cultural y la
historia coreana, no solo en el Este Asiatico, sino en todo el resto del mundo. Novelas,
peliculas y musica de origen surcoreano se han transformado en éxitos rotundos que son
reconocidos en muchos paises y que a su vez, generaron un interés creciente en el
conocimiento de la cultura y la historia de la peninsula coreana. El caso, tal vez mds palpable y
en particular, en América Latina es el género musical del K-Pop que ha generado miles de
seguidores y se ha transformado en una industria cultural de masas.

En tal sentido, este seminario, brindard un analisis critico y objetivo, y de una elevada calidad
académica, sobre este fendmeno cultural y comercial y su impacto en el mercado mundial.

Objetivos:

El objetivo de este curso en modalidad de videoconferencia es introducir a los participantes
en el estudio y la comprensidon de un mercado cultural que, por la distancia y falta de
especialistas locales, resulta de dificil abordaje.

Metodologia:

Una primera parte de la clase sera la exposicién tedrica por parte del profesor en donde
abordard los principales argumentos de los textos de la clase. En la segunda etapa, los
participantes interactuaran en torno a una base de consignas y se buscard generar un debate
de ideas que permita la mejor comprensidon de los textos estudiados. Es muy importante
aclarar que el curso se dictard integramente en idioma INGLES. Por ello, es bésico y necesario
que el asistente al curso tenga un buen manejo oral y escrito de este idioma.
